Dear Parent/Guardian:

In order to maintain a safe and orderly building during the school day, we are requesting that all
students, who are enrolled in a late arrival and/or early dismissal schedule, remain in the Main
Lobby until class dismissal. When the bell rings all students will be allowed to visit lockers and
proceed to class or afternoon activities.

If you are a student who follows an abbreviated schedule, you are required to leave the building
immediately following your last scheduled class. When returning to the building for afternoon
activities you will be required to remain in the Main Lobby, as well, until the final dismissal bell.
